Last meeting’s minutes need some updating, need Theresa present to make changes.

Discussion of Kris’s Speed Dating Proposal and Reactions from Graduate Student Body

Kris got two forms of feedback from graduate students: many interested students and some claiming that the event was “hetero-centric.”  We need to think about how to make sure our events do not target a specific group.
· there was discussion of possibly splitting this into two events or at least having separation within the same event

· FOAAD: likes idea of having as many rooms as possible, allowing people to change rooms

· SCOUT: Mention of nametags with codes for sexual preference

· KRIS: some have suggested allowing outside guests/opening this event to people that are not part of the student body, board agrees

· Also mention of SPEED-CHATTING as an alternative

· Board discussed having a party after the event to serve as a “date” for people that hit it off, possibility of  having an outside band and fencing off part of the plaza

· FOAAD suggests handing out cards that evening with information regarding the GSCGB and call for proposals/funding availability on back

· Co-sponsorship with GSA was discussed, SCOUT suggests not if we are claiming this as our flagship GSCGB event

ACTION: We will receive an event proposal from Kris, Diane will do the food purchase order and request the alcohol permit after receiving the date for the event.

Discussion of Non-Discrimination Language
This needs to be built into our policy and funding guidelines, as well as our Mission Statement.  This discussion has been tabled for the future.

Furniture Update

DIANE: Much furniture needs replacement or repair.
Couch has been cleaned, has permanent stains.  There are 4 chairs that need new rockers, others that need to be re-woven.  It will cost about $500 to recover the couch, $200 each for the 4 large chairs, and $60-$85 each for the other chairs.  
· All furniture is 6 years old

· Discussion of whether we should pay to recover the couch, get a new couch, or both.

· Student Union has chairs with locking wheels that connect to form a couch

ACTION: Diane will get a quote on the type of chairs/couch the Student Union has and will first fix the chairs that need reweaving.

· Small study room reservations sheets need a number limit, large room should be limited to 15 students (so that furniture is not pulled in from other rooms)

· ACTION: Diane to email Scout with the needed website changes and send password for access to Foaad, Foaad will make some of the necessary changes

Current GSC Event Proposal Form Needs Changes/Additions
· FOAAD: Purpose section needs to be expanded, needs to include our three values
· Form needs a Funding Section (between current 3. and 4.) which will have space for a budget, other sponsors, total budget, and how much asking from the GSC

· Need to ask if our facilities are needed.  If not, what facilities will be used for the event?  If the event is not being housed at the GSC, how is the event meeting graduate student needs?

· Discussion of our legal responsibilities for outside events that we fund: are we responsible for damage that occurs at other facilities?
· Our form should have a note with the location question: if NOT housed at the GSC, they need to meet with us in person, our legal responsibility will then be determined on a case-by-case basis
